The Gospel in Brief

"Believe in the Lord Jesus, and you will be
saved.” Acts 16: 31

The Good News of salvation in Jesus Christ
can be summarized as follows:

1. Sin
Man is a sinner who constantly
disobeys God's law, and thus is
condemned to God's eternal
punishment because of his sin.

2. Salvation
There is salvation for those who believe
in Jesus Christ, God's Son who suffered
God's punishment in place of sinners.

3. Service
Believers in Jesus Christ are thankful
for the salvation they have in Christ as
a free gift, and so live lives of
obedience to God.

“"And there is salvation in no one else, for
there is no other name under heaven given
among men by which we must be saved."
Acts 4:12

Consider this message very carefully,
because it is really a matter of life and
death - eternal life in Christ, or eternal
death in hell.

All we like sheep have gone
astray; we have turned every one to his
own way; and the LORD has laid on him the
iniquity of us all.

e Matthew 20:28 The Son of man came not
to be served but to serve, and to give his
life as a ransom for many.

¢ Romans 5:8 But God shows his love for us
in that while we were yet sinners Christ died
for us.

. 1 Peter 3:18 For Christ also died for sins
once for all, the righteous for the
unrighteous.

There is salvation for all who believe in
Christ.

e Acts 4:12 And there is salvation in no one
else, for there is no other name under
heaven given among men by which we must
be saved.

righteousness of God through faith in Jesus
Christ for all who believe. ... they are
justified by his grace as a gift, through the
redemption which is in Christ Jesus.

e Romans 5:1 Therefore, since we are
justified by faith, we have peace with God
through our Lord Jesus Christ.

e Romans 8:1 There is therefore now no
condemnation for those who are in Christ
Jesus.
